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Checkerboard Painting by Bill Easton

Paint the entire cowl area white.

Cut strips of tape the width of the
black checkerboard decal pieces.

Put the first strip of tape around the back of the cowl (#1). This
will create an all white strip. Then, butt a "spacer" strip of tape
around the cowl next to the first strip. Butt another strip of tape
around the cowl (#2) next to the "spacer" strip. This will create
another all white strip. Then remove the "spacer" strip.

Put a strip of tape from the back to the front of the cowl (blue
line #3). This will create an all white strip. Then, butt a "spacer"
strip of tape from the back of the cowl next to the #3 strip. Butt
another strip of tape from the back of the cowl (blue line #4)
next to the "spacer" strip. This will create another all white strip.
Then remove the "spacer" strip.

Repeat the back-to-front "spacer" and white strip tape for the
rest of the cowl.

Spray the exposed squares of the cowl black.
Then remove all the tape.

You are left with the cowl looking like it does in the picture
on the left.

The next bit of taping will allow painting the final black
squares.

Using the black lines in the picture as a guide, cover the
two rows going around the cowl! with a strip of tape on
each.

Then, using the red lines in the picture as a guide, cover
each of the rows as shown from back to front. This will
leave exposed the squares to be painted black and fill-in
the remainder of the checkerboard.

Spray the exposed squares of the
cowl black.

Then remove all the tape.

All that remains is to go around the black
and white squares taping and touching-up.

Anyway, if you want to try the paint
approach, or use the kit checkerboard
decals, the new mold Eduard Fw 190
A-6 is an excellent kit for this as it is
molded to have all panels closed
greatly easing the assembly burden.

Interesting Checkboard Story: In looking for examples for how to do the checkerboard cowl paint job, |
ran across an obscure blog that contained some old quotes from former Luftwaffe ground crew
members. One of the crew had mentioned how proud the pilots were of their checkerboard cowls ...

until ... one day their base flack gunners mistook a flight of P-47's (sporting their new checkerboard nose
dressing) for their returning flight of Fw 190's. The gunners did not open up right away and their base
took a good shredding from the P-47's as a result.

As modelers, seems like we are always on the lookout for the perfect paint, tool, or technique that will
magically help us get the build done just right the first time every time. (I know. If it were that easy, what fun
would this hobby be.) Anyway, just like buying another kit we don't need, we keep looking for magic
solutions. Let us know about the paint, tools, supplies, and techniques that work for you.

Wet Palette - Jim EImore

Continuing my theme from last month, improving your tools for painting with acrylic paints, brings
us to one of the most important additions you can make. A wet palette is simply a shallow tray
with a thin sponge covered by a sheet of paper. You dampen the sponge, water wicks into the
paper, and keeps your acrylic paints moist. For more complete information, | highly recommend
this video by the great figure painter Vince Venturella.

Using a wet palette will make you a better painter, period, whether that is painting figures, large
details on models or even the smallest bits. The control and extended time this tool gives will
allow you to relax and simply get on with the job.

The Albatros D.V/D.Va and Fokker Dr.l share the same bag with one sprue each; these are old molds
dating back to 1999 but are still considered top notch. The Fokker D.VII has two sprues in its own bag and
is much newer, dating to 2019. There are similarly-sized photo-etch frets for all three aircraft, mainly with
parts for cockpits, engines, machine guns and control horns. There is a small mask sheet for painting the
tires and three large decal sheets, two of which have lozenge camouflage and rib tapes, and the other
having the more usual markings, including crosses, serials and Udet’s LO! tribute to his girlfriend. The
instruction book is 32 pages, including a 4-page biography with photos, and beautiful color drawings of all
eight subject aircraft (3 Albatroses, 2 Dr.Is and 3 D.VIIs). And you also get a miniature Blue Max medal!
This is an impressive set for fans of German WW | aircraft.

Three from Osprey this month. Duel #110, Arab Armour vs Israeli
Armour, Six-Day War 1967, tells the whole story of tank warfare in this
short conflict. It’s a misconception to think that the Israelis dominated;
in fact they lost more tanks on the Golan Heights than the Syrians did.
It’s also a misconception that the Arab tank forces consisted mainly of
Soviet vehicles; in fact both sides had plenty of Shermans, Centurions
and Pattons, though generally only the Israeli tanks were upgraded
with 105mm guns and newer equipment. The Israelis won thru
superior leadership, tactics, gunnery and support, and the book
explains how. Of course, the vehicles are described, but you already
know that. It’s the combat story that makes this book worth looking
into. Of course, the Arabs learned some lessons that made the 1973
Israeli triumph much more difficult. For modelers, there are four-view
drawings of the main tanks and a cutaway of a PT-76.

There is little technical info on the NORMANDY 1944
vehicles; rather, author Steve Zaloga concentrates on their organization,
doctrine and tactics in combatting a foe equipped with, in many cases,
superior vehicles and that was familiar with the landscape. As such the book
reads like one side of a Duel volume, and in fact a companion volume on the
German side, also by Zaloga, is due out in August. There are isometric
paintings of a number of British and American tanks and a lot of tables giving
all sorts of statistics. I'm not a big fan of this sort of book in this series, but if
you want good analysis on the tank battles of Normandy, this book and its
German companion are worthwhile.

The companion volume is Painting Guide for the Boeing Stratofortress
Motherships, which will be a boon to modelers. This book is full of 3- or 4-
view color drawings that show all the variations in these two aircraft’s many
markings over all the years. The captions define the time period and give
the details of the changes to the markings since the previous setup. The
drawings are generally large enough to be useful, though | wish the author
had included enlarged details of the many mission markings. | know that
Monogram did a version of their 1/72 B-52 as Balls Eight with the X-15A-2,
and DML did the same in 1/200, but | don’t know what might be out there
for the other payloads these aircraft dropped.
